Abstract: Rhetorical skills are citizens” skills associated with Athens politics. As the most important fig-

ure of the first generation of the Sophists, Protagoras opened up Rhetoric education, expounded the important

hypothesis of Rhetoric, that is, the discourse of opposition and the strong and weak logos. His relativism was

related to his rhetoric practice, and was based on the analysis and absorption of the early Greek ideological

movement, responding to the changed Greek social life.
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
