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Topophrenia and Home Space Mobility :
Taking Gurnah’s By the Sea as an Example

Abstract: By the Sea is the masterpiece of Gurnah who is the winner of the Nobel Prize for Literature in
2021. Tt takes the life experiences of Saleh Omar and Latif Mahmud as clues to make a double narrative,
involving a number of spatial transformations, especially the home space mobility. The depictions of physical
spaces, such as homes and shelters, show Gurnah’s complex feelings about “home” and “homecoming”,
emphasizing the aesthetic value of “home” for displaced “marginal people”. Gurnah reflects the diversity and
complexity of Africa through the dynamic description of Zanzibar history, so as to break the stereotype of Africa
and reflect on the history of modern nation-state movement. The portrayal of Eurocentrism prevalent in British
society aims to indicate the psychospatial experience of diaspora groups in immigrant countries. With the help
of the dual narrative of the two characters, Gurnah not only reflects the widespread cultural exclusion of the
“Other” in Europe, but also shows the “Topophrenia” and “Identity Anxiety” of strangers, revealing the fate
and situation of the “marginal people” between culture and geography.
